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Word Combining
Word combining uses a list of words and requires the use of context clues.  Context clues help you figure out the meaning of a word, by reading the rest of the sentence.  You could write 1 sentence to include all these words, but you would not really learn anything from it.
Words:

social spiders – retreat – web - community spider.

BAD EXAMPLE
Both social spiders and community spiders use retreats and webs.

GOOD EXAMPLE
Social spiders are different from most spiders because they live and hunt together. The community spider is a type of social spider.  It lives with up to 1000 other spiders in a nest. The nests contain retreats which are masses of silk where the spiders can hide from their predators. Nests are made up of webs, a more organized weaving of silk used to catch their favorite food, insects.
